income for rent, after allowances for recurring medical expense.

Social Services: The Advocate for the Resident 

 
Jill Drake and Barb Frank are St. John Lutheran Homeôs Social Workers. The Social Service Department 

at St. Johnôs is seen as the advocate for residents.  It is their responsibility to enforce resident rights and 

needs and act as their representative and/or spokesperson as appropriate.  They are often time the contact 

person for residents, family members and all others having significance to the resident as issues arise.  

Specific responsibilities include but are not limited to: 

Admission processðgathering information about potential residents from hospitals and family members 

and doing necessary paperwork 

Complete Social History 

Conduct Mood Interviews 

Assist with room assignments, roommate issues, adjustments to nursing home life 

Coordinate care conferences with families or the residentôs personal representative held initially,      

quarterly and when there is a significant change with the resident.  

Advanced directives (POA for Healthcare, Living Wills and Healthcare Directives) offer assistance 

Discharge PlanningðAssist with setting up home health care, meals on wheels, etc. 

Report Vulnerable Adult situations as warranted
