Snow Emergency Policy
Winter weather may occasionally disrupt our lives; this is no exception at Grandkids.  The better we are prepared for snow days the easier it will be for all those involved.

The Director, staff, and Parent Board want to provide consistent care for you and your child during this time so we are enforcing the current policy:

Grandkids will remain open at all times for all snow emergencies, however we do anticipate a drop in enrollment and this allows out of town staff to leave early  and arrive home safely.  Grandkids staff that live in town will stay and provide care for those children who remain in the center.  Please let us know of your intentions as soon as possible, so we may staff the center appropriately.  If there are no children here by 9:00 a.m. on a snowy morning the center will close.
VIK will open when there is no school or school is called off early, however those children currently enrolled for that day will be the only children expected at VIK. If the need arises and you need care you MUST speak to a teacher to ensure availability for your child in this emergency situation.  We will try our best to meet your needs.  You must also speak to a teacher if your enrolled child will not be arriving at VIK during a snow emergency. If no one answers at VIK please call GrandKids at 723-3227
